CONSTRUCTION PROGRESS 
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The Ulimiliko Award Scheme is a scheme that offers pupils in 
Years 5 – 8 a challenging, skilful and personal approach to 
achievement.  It also gives students the opportunity to 
investigate and appreciate the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award 
Scheme, in which all senior students participate.  The structure 
of the Ulimiliko Award Scheme is similar to the Duke of 
Edinburgh’s Award with Bronze, Silver and Gold levels. 
Ulimiliko is an Aboriginal word meaning “learn, do,  create” 

 
The Ulimiliko Award Scheme is comprised of five different 
sections: 1. School Service, 2. Physical Activity, 3. Cultural 
Activity, 4. First Aid/Lifesaving, 5. Individual Endeavour.  The 
main purpose of the award is participation while learning through 
experience and enjoyment.  Supervisors expect a standard that 
displays participation and interest in each area. 

 
1. School/Community Service:   This section requires pupils 

to become involved either in the school or community 
environments and offer their services to help enhance that 
area.  An example is classroom assistant (cleaning boards, 
emptying bins, room care).  Parents or a community 
member can verify community involvement.  Pupils are 
encouraged to participate in this area for as long as 
possible, but for the purpose of the award at least one 
term’s involvement is required. 

 
2. Physical Activity: Pupils will be required to participate in a 

sporting activity of their choice for the period of one term.  
This may be a School organised activity or a weekend or out 
of school sport.  Parents or a sporting official may verify 
participation. 

 
3. Cultural Activity : Pupils are to participate in a cultural 

activity of their choice for a period of one term.  This activity 
should be part of the School’s Enrichment Program or an 
after-hours activity.  School choir or band is a recognised in-
school activity.  Involvement in cultural activities outside the 
school will also be recognised (eg. Music, dance etc.). 

 
4. First Aid/Lifesaving:   A first aid and lifesaving course will 

be offered during Semester Two.  The course will be 
structured to cater for the various levels of ability and the 
award being attempted. 

 
5. Individual Endeavour:   Pupils must nominate a particular 

area of interest that they would like to develop over a period 
of at least three months.  This particular interest should be 
researched and personal aims should be determined.  Over 
the period of time that they are working on their personal 
endeavour they should show development in that area by 
means of reporting, projects, assignments or completion of 
a piece of work.  Examples could be: learning to sail a boat, 
learning to knit, learning carpentry skills. 

 
Message to Pupils 
 
If pupils have trouble deciding what to do or whether an activity 
would qualify for recognition, they should see their Stage 
Advisor, Tutor Group Leader or class teacher for clarification 
All pupils will be issued with a progress card.  This card will 
remain with the class teacher or Stage Advisor unless it is 
requested for signing.  Please ensure it is not mislaid.  As soon 
as a section of the award is completed, the card should be 
signed and presented to the supervisor.  (Recognition for the 
completion of each area of the award will occur during School 
Assemblies by the presentation of a White Card Merit 
Certificate.)
