SCHOOL INSPECTION

After my return from our trip | got to work on policies and procedures that needed to be reviewed for our Board of Studies inspection
in September. An inspection occurs every five years. Board of Studies officers comb through all our curriculum and policy
documentation ensuring that we are meeting all the standards and requirements of the NSW Board of Studies. Then, assuming all is
well, the Board will grant us registration as a school and accreditation to offer the School Certificate and HSC for another five years.
So the inspection is very important and requires a lot of work from teachers to review all their work and ensure that it meets the
guidelines. Samples of student work and assessment tasks will be viewed by the inspectors to demonstrate that we are actually
teaching what the syllabuses tell us to teach.

BUILDING THE EDUCATION REVOLUTION - NATIONAL SCHOOL PRID E

Lakes Grammar was listed in a recent announcement of successful applications for the Commonwealth’s Building the Education
revolution (BER) National School Pride program. Our School has been allocated $200,000 by the Commonwealth Government for an
extension to the planned oval being constructed as part of the current building works

SCHOOL BUILDING PROJECTS

Work is well under way on our new Senior School classroom block that will add six general learning classrooms, and specialist Music,
Art and Food Technology rooms as well as another computer lab. A current classroom will be converted into a second Science lab. A
large section of the planned oval and a maintenance shed will also be constructed. Some of the oval construction was planned as
part of this development stage but we have been able to expand that using a grant from the Federal Government's Building the
Education Revolution funding.

Our multi-purpose hall has had development consent granted and we are hoping to begin construction on that in the next couple of
weeks. It will be built in the Senior School on what is currently the grassed play area. We received just under $2.5M from the Building
the Education Revolution funding for the hall. However, it is amazing how little building $2.5M buys these days! The hall will seat 600
but we can't afford to buy all the light and sound equipment, sports equipment and stage curtains that would fit it out completely. A
new goal for P&F fundraising, perhaps? Still, without this funding we would not have had a hall for many years because the cost of
just providing classrooms as we grow is so significant. So we are very grateful to the Federal Government for this funding.

2010 ENROLMENTS
Enrolments for our three Kindergarten and three Year 7 classes for next year are looking very good. If you have a child you wish to
enrol next year please contact our Registrar, Racquel Jolly, NOW before we offer all the places to new families.
