SMS encouragement to your kids;  go out for breakfast together; take your son to Bunnings and go for an ice cream 
afterwards.  

·  Don’t wait until your son or daughter is 14. It won’t work. “Form the relationship early so you earn the right to be listened to” when 
your children are teenagers.  

·  “Put your own plans on hold.” Put the interests of your child above your own interests.  
·  Know how to listen. 
·  Tell your son that you love him.  
·  Turn the TV off at mealtimes. 
·   “Kids need good role models not perfect role models.”  
·  “Do not covet thy neighbour’s children’s school marks.” 
He asked dads to consider what they need to change now, so that as an adult your son or daughter will be able to look back and 
think of you as the best of dads.  
Maybe at the Fathers’ Day breakfast dads can talk about these things and share ideas.

YEAR 8 BRIDGE BUILDING - TECHNOLOGY 

 

During Term Two Year 8 Technology classes completed a unit of work about bridge structures. They used bridge building software to 
research effective truss designs and worked in teams of 3 - 4 to solve a design brief.  The brief involved building a bridge to span a 
gap of 500mm using a set amount of 3mm Balsa sheets and 6.5mm Balsa rods.  The designs were constructed using epoxy glue and 
placed on a testing rig where they were loaded with weight until catastrophic failure. It was great to see so many different design 
ideas coming from all of the students across Year 8. Bridges were also judged on aesthetics and build quality. Notable mention goes 
to Tori-Anne Hunter, Stephanie van Loon, and Kiyahna Lawrie-Abberton from 8G for building a beautiful Sydney Harbour Bridge 
inspired design. These girls showed amazing team work and outstanding planning.  Not to be outdone, however, were the boys team 
from 8L of Dakota Dib, William McNight and Tom Sigley. Thanks to their excellent teamwork, planning and research the boys 
determined that a box girder bridge would prove to be the strongest structure. The boys bridge withstood a staggering 101 kilograms!  
 Basically, that’s 100 grams of balsa bridge supporting the weight of an NRL forward. Because of this the boys were chosen to 
represent Lakes Grammar at the NSW Aurecon Bridge Building Competition held at the Art Gallery of NSW on August 4. Up for grabs 
was a $1000 dollar school prize and $100 prize for each team member.  The boys were required to build a bridge now spanning 560 
mm but only using 2mm Balsa sheet and 6.5mm Balsa rods.  The new bridge would again be a box girder; however, they decided to 
encase the girder in a trussed arch bridge. The boys demonstrated wonderful dedication, spending a total of 15 hours of their own 
time after school and on weekends to build their bridge. 
 
At the testing day in Sydney over 80 schools competed, many schools were impressed with the build quality displayed by our team.  
When it came time for our testing Baulkham Hills High School was leading with their bridge holding a massive 135 kg.  Our boys were 
keen to reach 100kg again, believing this bridge to be far superior to their first.  The Judges consisting of bridge engineers also 
praised the boys on their build quality awarding them full marks in this category.  This time the bridge was tested until failure at one 
joint only, which unfortunately meant the bridge could only withstand 50 kg… still very impressive for a structure only weighing 105 
grams.  The day was thoroughly enjoyed by all involved and lots of things were learned.  The boys represented themselves and the 
school with distinction. Thomas, Dakota, and Will now have a chance to compete next year if they can beat Year 8 students in 2010.

This week the Year 12’s have finished their Trial Examinations and they seem to be very pleased that these are completed. Please 
keep the Year 12’s in your thoughts and prayers as they now start to consolidate what they have learnt and revision intensifies.
