The 
successful candidates will be inducted into their roles during the Year 12 Graduation ceremony and they begin their duties in Term 4. 
Applications are now closed and the rest of the process will take place over the next two weeks.

EXAMINATIONS - YEARS 10 & 11 
At the end of this term, both Year 10 and 11 will undertake examinations. 
 

Year 10 School Certificate Trial examinations are scheduled in Week 10 commencing Wednesday, 30 September.  These examinations 
are preparation for the final School Certificate external examinations which are held midway through Term 4, so it is important that all 
students carefully and adequately revise their work so that they perform to the best of their ability.  Examinations will be held in English, 
Mathematics, Science, History and Geography.  

Year 11 Yearly Examinations  are also scheduled in the final two weeks of this term. 
 

READERS & WRITERS FOR EXAMINATIONS 
We often look for any parents or friends who might be able to help our students by acting as readers or writers in examinations.  If you think 
you might be able to help, even if it is only for one examination, please contact Mrs Hughes at school. 
 

PARENT TEACHER INTERVIEWS 
K-6 Interviews   
K – 6 Parent / Teacher interviews will take place on Tuesday, 22 September and Monday, 28 September. K-6 parents can make interview 
times through the school office from Monday, 14 September. Interviews can be made at any time right up until the day before interviews take 
place. We do ask, if it is possible, for parents to wait until the morning rush is over before phoning. All interviews take place in your child’s 
classroom. 
 

7-12 Interviews   
Secondary interviews will take place on Monday, 14 September and Monday, 28 September.  Secondary interviews are made through 
requests on page 17 of your child’s diary and can be made up until the day before interviews take place. However, please contact your child’s 
Year Adviser if you have difficulties making appointments 
All interviews will be held on the Junior School site. 
 

THE SECONDARY DETENTION SYSTEM 
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In the Secondary School we have a system that tries to respond to inappropriate behaviour in a variety of ways.  While teachers use many 
informal methods in the classroom and in the playground, there is sometimes the need to respond by placing a student on detention. 
 

Our detention system involves the following: 
·  Any student placed on a Lunch detention will have the problem recorded in the student’s diary as well as on our school detention 

system.  Lunch detention runs on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays from 1pm. 
·  The diary is used to communicate between school and home.  For this reason, students are expected to have their diaries at all times 

and can expect a lunch detention if they do not have it. 
·  Ongoing misbehaviour will attract further consequences.  For example, three negative comments recorded in a diary for minor 

misbehaviours in a week will attract a lunch detention.  
·  Accumulating a large number of lunch detentions is also inappropriate, so at certain points these lunch detentions are automatically 

converted into an afternoon detention.  The first being for the 4th lunch detention.  Letters home are also distributed at this point outlining 
the problems that led up to the Afternoon detention.   

·  Afternoon detentions are held on Thursday afternoons from 3:15 until 4:30pm.  Students are also placed on a behaviour monitoring 
sheet following an afternoon detention.

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SNOW SPORTS – NSW Champs!! 
After competing at the Northern Region Interschools Snowsports Championships last school holidays six Lakes Grammar students 
qualified and raced at the NSW Championships held at Perisher in the week just gone. All performed strongly but the outstanding 
performances were by Casey Mayall and Alexandra Fitch who combined as our Girls Snowboard Team in Div.3 (Yr7 & 8) and 
became NSW Champs in both snowboarding events (Giant Slalom & Boardercross). Alexandra also won the Giant Slalom individual 
event. They will be competing at the Nationals at Falls Creek next week. How good these girls are is underlined by a couple of things 
– firstly that as well as going to the Nationals as a team, both qualified as individuals in both events and, secondly, Alexandra was 
named last week in the Institute of Sport Snowboarding Development Squad (future Olympians program). She is one of only 5 girls in 
Australia named in this squad. As part of this she will travel to Colorado in January where they will have six weeks intensive training. 
This includes a week where they will be training with the Australian Olympic team prior to the Winter Olympics.  
 

 
FAMILY SKI WEEKEND - Lakes families go to the Snow!

The 
massive Table Tennis comp between parents, children and Mr Campbell will be long remembered. Saturday night it got cold and the 
rain turned to snow and this continued right into Sunday, meaning many saw it actually snowing for the first time in their lives. We 
were so lucky as it was really windy but where our races and other activities were held was in the most protected part of the mountain 
and we had a ball – I did not want to leave such great skiing in the afternoon, when it was time to jump on the skitube and start the 
trip back to the coast. Many thanks to all for making this such a great time – it’s hard to believe but one of the best weekends I have 
had this year was a ‘work’ weekend! 
I also have to say a huge thankyou to Mr Campbell. With myself and Mrs Turner going on LSL in Term Two Mr Campbell took on the 
massive job of organising snowsports in the lead up to Interschools and the Family Snow Weekend. He has done, and is doing, a top 
job and one that I am sure parents appreciate as much as we do. Great successes such as these don’t just ‘happen’.
