MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL

The end of Term 3 is upon us and Term 4 is only eight weeks long. How the year flies, especially when you’ve had one term away
from school!

YEAR 12

The main event this week is the Year 12 Graduation. We have eleven students graduating, the last time we will have such a small group in
Year 12. Next year’s group will be about 13 and after that around 30 and continuing to climb. This is the first Year 12 in which some students
have completed their entire Secondary education at Lakes Grammar. The students have been with us for varying lengths of time. Some
started at Lakes Anglican Grammar School and moved to Lakes Grammar when we opened in 2004.

At the Year 7 2010 information night a week or so ago, | asked the School Captains, Ben Sweeney and Kim Muir to speak of their
experiences of Lakes Grammar. Both commented on the supportive environment with teachers who really cared about them and their
progress. Kim, who has experienced chronic iliness since early last year, said she would not have been standing there without the support of
our staff over that time. Mind you, Kim has shown incredible courage and resilience too. | wish to thank Kim and Ben for their leadership of
students over the last year. They have been excellent captains who have personally contributed to the school in so many ways. They are
both very proud of their school and proud to have had the privilege of serving Lakes Grammar as School Captains.

| also wish to thank the teachers who have taught these students over the last two years. The testimony of the students themselves is of
teachers who are dedicated to helping them to achieve their best, who care about them as people not just as potential marks in an exam and
who give their spare time willingly to help when asked.
