MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL

Welcome to the 2009 school year. We are now well under way and our students and teachers are busily engaging in good teaching and
learning. My letter to you in January welcomed all our new families to the school. We enrolled around 140 new students across the school
this year. That is very exciting and very encouraging to know that our reputation in the community is strong enough to attract so many new
students. This is a very similar increase to that which we experienced last year. So far the economic downturn has not had a significant effect
on our school, although some of our families have been affected. Our enrolment as at 2 February was 574. We launched into three classes in
Kindergarten and in Year 7 this year and that has been successful. We have 58 students in Kindergarten (so there are several vacancies if
you know people who would still like to consider us) and 74 in Year 7 (only one place still available). Years 2, 5, 6 and 8 are full and have
waiting lists. There are only two places left in Year 4. Thank you for your support.

In six years’ time, when this year’s Kindergarten reaches Year 7 there will be no room for students from other schools to join us at Year 7
(unless demand is strong enough for us to start a fourth Year 7 class and we have the capital to expand our facilities at that time). If you have
friends whose children are due to start school next year but plan to wait until high school to come here, please let them know that they might
not be able to gain a position then. | can’t read the future, but our current planning points to this situation.

FAMILY CHAPEL

We have two Family Chapel services coming up this term. For those new to the school, these services are held at our local parish church, the
Church of the Holy Spirit on Wallarah Road, Kanwal. Their purpose is for our school to connect with our local Lakes Anglican Parish.
Selected students take part in Scripture reading and prayers and there is usually a choral item. | ask all families in the relevant years to
attend. The service for Years 9 and 10 will be on 15 February at 9.30am (an email has been sent with the details). The K-2 service will be 15
March and more details will be sent closer to that date.

WELCOME BBQ AND INFORMATION NIGHT

Each year our P&F welcomes families by hosting a barbecue at the school. At the same time the Junior School teachers hold information
sessions for parents about their class routines and Senior School teachers are available for informal chats. This is not a parent/teacher
interview but an opportunity to meet your child’s teachers. This will be held on 19 February from 5pm in the Junior School main courtyard.
Information sessions will begin at 5.30pm and will conclude at 6.30pm. More details will follow in an emailed letter.

Reminder that the first P&F Meeting of the year wil | be held on Tuesday, 10 February commencing 7.30pm  — all welcome.

INTERVIEWS
Parent/student/teacher interviews will be held for Year 12 on Tuesday 24 February between 5 and 7.00pm. These interviews are especially
for Year 12 to assist with goal-setting in the lead-up to the HSC exams. A note will be sent with details.

ENRICHMENT ACTIVITIES
Enrichment Activities for Junior School in dance, drama, gymnastics and soccer will commence shortly. Notes with the details and permission
slips will be sent home very soon.

MESSAGE FROM THE DEPUTY PRINCIPAL

Welcome Back! We have had a very smooth start to the year and students have tended to settle quickly into classes and into the routine of
school. In particular | would like to welcome new students and families to our school and hope that your children will be able to quickly find
new friends and that they will have an exciting time at our school.

Please note some general organizational matters that will help to ensure the smooth running of the school.

THE CAR PARK
Thank you for your patience especially in the afternoons as we leave school. Please be aware that the car park is quite empty just after
3:20pm. You can avoid a lot of congestion if you can delay your journey until after 3:20pm. Staff are on duty until the last buses go (around
3:40pm).
STUDENTS WHO ARE LATE TO SCHOOL
Rolls are marked each morning by teachers and are recorded directly onto our computer network. If a child is late, they need to “sign in” at
the front office (on either site) where the roll is adjusted to reflect their attendance and then they will receive a late slip to admit them to class.
Please encourage your child to follow this procedure as sometimes we needlessly chase absence notes when in fact they were late and had
“slipped in” at recess or lunch!
ABSENCE NOTES
All schools are required to keep records of student attendance and notes are required (even for part of the day) to cover any absence.
Absence notes can be handed in at either office.
UNIFORM
The uniform standard across most of our students has been excellent. However there are some issues that need addressing. In particular:
It is expected that all students are in the correct school uniform before entering or leaving school, including hats. It is not acceptable, for
example, to be putting on ties or tucking in shirts as you enter the grounds.
The ONLY correct school shoe is the black polishable leather lace-up ‘traditional’ school shoe. Jogger style, boat shoes, suede leather
etc. are not acceptable and again some students have been asked to rectify their footwear.



Hats are to be worn by all students while outside in the playground.

Please be mindful of the general length and tidiness of boys hairl Our requirement is for hair to be away from the face, to be neatly
groomed and not to fall below the collar.
Please note that Secondary students are now receiving lunch detentions for failure to meet these standards. Your help and support in these
uniform matters are appreciated.

MP3 PLAYERS, PSP & DVD PLAYERS

I would remind all students that electronic devices such as mp3 players, PSPs DVD players, remote control cars etc are NOT TO BE USED
AT SCHOOL.

They are expensive items and can easily be broken or lost and our school cannot take responsibility for the care of these expensive items.

If any of these items are used at school (whether in the playground or in the classroom) then they will be confiscated and held in the office
until the end of the day.

MOBILE PHONES

Mobile phones are also not to be used at school. This has been a long-standing rule and again these items will be confiscated for the day if
they are being used.

If parents need to communicate with their child then the appropriate method is by calling the school office and we will send a message to your
child. It is also not appropriate for classrooms to be interrupted by mobile phones.

DIARIES
The diary is an effective means of communication between parents and teachers. All diaries are checked weekly and signed by teachers and
we also ask parents to sign the diary so that they are aware of any messages from staff. This includes all students from Year 5 to Year 12.

SWIMMING CARNIVAL

We look forward to our Swimming Carnival to be held at Wyong Pool for Years 2 to 6 on Monday, 9 February. Notes have been sent home
with information regarding arrangements for the day.

Please note that there will be no sport for Years 2 — 6 on Tuesday after the Carnival. Years 2 to 6 students should wear their correct school
uniform on that day.

Kinder and Year 1 will have sport on Tuesday as normal. They should wear their sports uniform on the Tuesday.

DROP OFF AND PICK UP ARRANGEMENTS

Letters concerning the new arrangements were sent out to parents at the end of 2008. This is an effort to ensure the safety of all students as
well as more effective use of the car park. Years 1 — 6 are supervised in 3 groups by staff each afternoon.:

“Kiss and Go” - using the No Parking lane in the car park — the driver stays in the car, students hop in with their bag from the curb side and
the vehicle pulls away. Please be patient if you have to wait a little while to pull in. The driver needs to show a sign with the family name on
it — this assists greatly. Please contact the office if you require a sign.

“Parent Park” use the car park and collect your child from the grass area near the bottom of the ramp.

“Bus Lines” children are supervised onto the buses.

In the morning if you are using the “Kiss and Go” zone it would be appreciated if you helped us by: ensuring the driver stays in the vehicle,
students leave the vehicle from the curb side with their bags. There should be no parking at any time in the Bus Bay. It would also assist
us and help with the congestion if parents stagger their arrival in the afternoon. Staff are on duty until around 3:40pm. Children not
collected will be taken to the Office. Students are not ready for collection until 3:05pm and if you arrive 10 or 15 minutes after this “Kiss and
Go” is still in operation.

For the next 4 weeks, in the afternoon, Kinder parents may collect their children from the front of the Library. Staff will supervise Kinders
there. Kinders who use “Kiss and Go” will be sent down with Yrs 1 — 6. If Kinder children have siblings in Years 1 — 6 they will be able to join
the older child on their way down to the “Parent Park” area.

JOLLY PHONICS PARENT INFORMATION SESSION .

This year we are continuing to use the “Jolly Phonics” approach to teaching reading in K - 2. We are also extending “Jolly Grammar” up to
Year 4. On Thursday 12" there will be a special Information session for parents who would like to find out how they can support the reading
of their child at home. This will be especially valuable for parents of children in Kinder to Year 2. The session will be run by the team from
“Jolly Discoveries” who have been working with staff as we have implemented the program over the past year.

MATHS NEWS

Welcome back from holidays and welcome also to the new families who have joined us this year. The Mathematics staff this year are: Mr
Hawkins, Miss Griffith, Mr Sewell, Mr Samways and myself and we are all looking forward to a positive year for all students. Please, if you
have any concerns, do not hesitate to either telephone or email us at the school. It is important in these first few weeks to sort out any small
concerns before they become major problems.

Homework will be a regular part of the Mathematics program. If your child has Mathematics on a particular day (possibly not Friday for junior
classes) you should expect that there will be homework given. Teachers will be checking regularly that students have completed their
homework and we ask that parents play a role in homework supervision and comment in the diary if this has not been able to be completed.

Year 7 are undergoing extra tests over the first four weeks. Last Friday was the first test on Number and each week tests will be conducted in
Measurement, Algebra and Space. The tests are being conducted in order to establish a bench mark for each student so that we can re-sort
the classes more accurately and give extension for the highly able students and consolidation for those who are weaker. The test papers will
not be returned to students but a letter will be sent out in week 5 indicating the results of these tests. We ask that all parents be available
during the Year 7 afternoon on 3 March for interviews.

The World Maths Day is coming soon. Students in Years 7 to 10 can participate and enjoy the challenge and competition of competing
against other students from around the world. Last year one parent stated, “I've never seen my child spend over 3 hours doing maths before
and loving it.” This is an event that Lakes Grammar will continue to support and we encourage all students to enrol and compete.

The school has decided to carry a small supply of calculators . If your child needs to buy a scientific calculator then the procedure is as
follows: 1. Bring $22 in a sealed envelope with your name and class clearly labelled with the words ‘Calculator’ on the front. 2. Take it to the
receptionist on either the top or lower site and ensure that the money is checked and receipted. 3. The receptionist will either give you the
calculator straight away (top site only) or give it to you either later the same day or next morning (lower site).

SCIENCE NEWS

Welcome back. | hope everyone enjoyed a relaxing break in the holidays. A big welcome to Mr Lord who joins us this year teaching Years 8,
9 and 10 as well as Biology. We are really looking forward to a fun year!

It is great to see how well all students have begun the year in Science. Most workbooks have already been covered in plastic and all safety
rules glued into the front. | urge all parents to have a look at their child’s book regularly to see the great work they are doing and the tidy
manner in which they are keeping their work. There is an ‘expectations sheet’ also glued into the front of every book and this needs to be
signed by both the student and a parent after it has been read. This sheet helps us all understand the things that need to be done for Science
throughout this year to help us as we all work together.

In Year 11 Chemistry students have begun looking at the composition of our ‘Chemical Earth’ while physicists are ‘Moving About’ and Biology
students study their ‘Local Ecosystem’. It is great to see how enthusiastic the students in these courses are completing all work as it is set
and submitting it for marking promptly. | am sure this is the start of a great year for all.

Year 12 are continuing their courses with the commencement of the next HSC module. Physics is looking at ‘Motors and Generators’ and
Biology students are delving into the fascinating field of Genetics.

Students in Year 7 entered the Science laboratory for the first time this week and have thoroughly enjoyed the experience. They tested
different techniques for separating chemicals involving the use of bunsen burners, filter funnels and beakers. Year 8 are beginning the year
with a study of ‘Machines’. Year 9 began working on the topic ‘Electricity’ and there is a major assignment in this topic that will begin soon.
Year 10 are enthusiastically ‘Moving About’ and will soon receive information regarding their first School Certificate Assessment task.

Don't forget if you are wondering about the content or amount of work the students have during any module of work just look in their
workbooks. At the commencement of each topic students are issued with a ‘Module Outline’ sheet. This is glued into their books and provides
a complete reference as to the work schedule and assessed items issued and approximately when the work is issued. If you have any further
questions please either ring or come in and talk to the class teacher.

It is also important to the scientific process that students adopt an efficient system for recording information in their workbooks. Often
experimental results can be lost or work not completed due to a lack of time within a lesson. By setting up workbooks with a ‘process page’
hopefully this problem will be minimised. Science teachers will go through the process involved in the use of these pages with classes and
show students how to set up their Science workbook for maximum efficiency.
