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MESSAGE FROM THE PRINCIPAL  
 

NEW BOARD CHAIR APPOINTED 
I am very pleased to announce that Bishop Peter Stuart is the new Chair of the Lakes Grammar - An Anglican School Board. The 
Reverend Stephen Pullin resigned from the Board due to his appointment as Archdeacon of Newcastle and his last meeting was in 
February. Bishop Peter was elected Chair by the Board at that meeting. Bishop Peter is the recently consecrated Assistant Bishop of 
Newcastle. He has much experience with school boards, having served on the school boards of an elite boys’ school in Adelaide and 
also on the board of a small school. He has chaired the board of a non-profit organisation and has been involved in theological 
education for many years. Bishop Peter has two children who attend the Junior School of another independent school in Newcastle. I 
am delighted that such an experienced and high-profile person is the Board Chair and our Board looks forward to his leadership as 
they govern Lakes Grammar. 
 

Once again I thank Father Stephen for his work on the Board over the last five years and his role in planning the school’s 
establishment during 2003. His previous experience with Anglican schools and his Christian wisdom have contributed greatly to the 
present strong position of our school. Our Board has been fortunate to have had such skilled Chairs, beginning with the Foundation 
Chair, Neil Tucker, a former Head of Independent schools, then Father Stephen and now Bishop Peter.  
 

I also thank all of our Board members for their commitment to our school. All do this role in a voluntary capacity and some, because 
of their professional expertise, have given a huge amount of extra time. Board members are legally directors of the non-profit 
company that operates Lakes Grammar. This means they have legislated responsibilities. Our Board currently consists of the 
following members: 
 

The Right Reverend Dr Brian Farran, Bishop Of Newcastle (President of the Board) 
The Right Reverend Peter Stuart, Assistant Bishop of Newcastle (Chair) 
Mr Paul Bolton (partner in an accountancy firm) 
The Reverend Hugh Bright (Rector of Lakes Anglican Parish) 
Mr Gerrie Jordaan (an engineer and project manager) 
The Reverend Peter Mumford (retired NSW Police Chaplain) 
Mr Graeme Peters (a solicitor) 
Mr Geoff Wooden (an engineer and project manager) 
 

You will see that each member of the Board has professional expertise that is of great assistance to a growing school. Bishop Brian is 
the President of each of the four Newcastle Anglican School Boards but only attends Board meetings once or twice a year. 
 

Our Board is largely self-appointing. When there is a vacancy (there is currently one vacancy) members of the Board may 
recommend someone who has expertise in a certain area. That person will be contacted by the Chair and the role discussed. If the 
nominee allows his or her name to be put forward the Board will take a vote. One position on the Board is an appointment of the 
Bishop (Bishop Peter is that appointment), one person is appointed by Diocesan Council (Geoff Wooden), one must be a Priest of the 
Diocese (Fr Hugh) and five are elected by the Board and approved by Diocesan Council (two of whom must be parents at the time of 
their appointment). 
 

The Principal and the Business Manager are not members of the Board but are its officers and attend every meeting. Jennifer Evans 
and I report to the Board each month and provide educational and financial advice to inform policy and decision-making. 
 

The Board’s role is that of governance - it sets direction and policy, oversees the financial integrity of the school and directs the 
building program. The Principal and Business Manager implement the Board’s decisions, to which they have contributed through their 
advice. The Board is ultimately responsible for all that takes place in the school. Every aspect of the school, including the Parents and 
Friends Association, comes under the oversight of the School Board. 
 

I have provided you with this overview of the role of the board to help you understand its importance and to appreciate better the work 
of the Board members. When the Board meets it does so in order to make the best decisions for the school as a whole. Individual 
members do not bring their own agendas and no individual “represents” a particular stakeholder or group. We can all be grateful for 
the fine leadership given to our school by the Board during the first five and a bit years of our life.

HEAD OF THE JUNIOR SCHOOL  
 

 

In papers over the weekend there were articles on the proposed new National Curriculum and particularly the English Syllabus. Much 
was made of the teaching of reading. At Lakes Grammar we use Jolly Phonics as the basis of teaching reading to Kinder to Year 2 
and also include Jolly Grammar for Years 1 to 4. Much of this depends upon the learning of sounds (phonics) but, as parents will be 
aware, there are words that are not able to be sounded out – we call these “tricky words”. Other strategies are used to help children 
learn these as well as learn strategies to decode unusual words. The program we use is more than just straight phonics. It is a well 
rounded program that uses a number of strategies that helps children develop their skills in reading. 
 
Due to the Cross Country being held next Friday, 13 March there will be no K-2 Assembly & no 3-6 Chapel on this day. 
 

MEET THE TEACHER 
It was great to see a good number of parents at the P&F BBQ and the “Meet the Teacher” information sessions last week. Material 
was also handed out that may assist parents with the work and routines of the various classes. Parents are encouraged to see staff 
when there are concerns. If there are particular issues it is best to make an appointment rather than catching teachers on the run. 
This way they can be prepared and more readily answer concerns. 
 

PREMIER’S READING CHALLENGE 
Earlier this week a note was sent home in regard to this program. This outlined the opportunity for Junior School students to be 
involved in this challenge and read up to 25 selected books over the period up to 1st September, 2009. Some students have already 
started.

A NOTE FROM THE LIBRARY  
 

I had the pleasure of visiting the Senior School Campus last week and attending the Year 9-12 Chapel and Assembly. 
During the Assembly time I was given the opportunity to explain to the students how they are able to access the senior 
resources which are currently housed in the Junior Campus Library. With Matt having the data projector and laptop setup 
for Chapel the students were able to be given a visual demonstration as to how they may access the Library catalogue 

(OPAC) and World Book Online both at school and from home.  
So that you are all familiar with the procedure as well as the students, the steps they need to follow to access from home are: 

1. After connecting to your internet go to the school Intranet site which is http://.intranet.lakes.nsw.edu.au  
2. Click on the Library tab. This will display the Library Homepage, which will be updated throughout the year.  
3. To the left you will see “OPAC” with a magnifying glass beside it. Click here. This will take you to a search screen which is the 

Library Catalogue, and, where you begin your search for resources. For the Junior students you may then click on the “Olly” 
Tab which will connect you to a more user friendly interface for younger children. 

4. There is a Tab at the top of the Library homepage which when clicked will take you to World Book Online. There is also a 
younger children section of World Book which is called World Book Kids. You will see the link at the bottom of the World Book 
homepage. 

 
On the Library Homepage you will see a facility to log on. Students will use their student code as their username and 1234567 as 
their password the first time they log on. They will then be prompted to change their password. It must be 7 characters long. Myself, 
or, a Teacher, can give them their student code if you don’t have it on any school paperwork at home. It is not essential to log on to 
be able to search the catalogue. Years 8 – 12 may email me (suzanne.jansson@lakes.ns w.edu.au) if they would like to borrow 
a book. I will lend it to them and send it up to th e senior school office for collection. To return th e book they simply take it to 
the senior school office and mark it “Library”.  
I hope that these arrangements will help the seniors feel as though they have a Library service available to them. Please don’t 
hesitate to call me from Monday to Wednesday if you need any help with this.
